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Local CASA Director to be Recognized as National CAS A Director of the Year

Simone has
been instrumental in developing strong relationships with community organizations,
social/human services, service providers and the courts that have strengthened the
CASA program and resulted in the creation of innovative programs and additional
revenue sources.

"Simone Jones is never satisfied with the status quo. She is always looking for new
ways to raise money, new ways to help our volunteers and new ways of recruiting. No
one can say 'no' to Simone, primarily because she won't take no for an

answer," commented Antelia Salazar-Ball, CASA of Adams and Broomfield Counties
Board Chair.

Jones will be recognized at the National CASA Conference which will be held in Denver
from April 25" — 28th.

CASA (Court Appointed Special Advocates) of Adams and Broomfield Counties is a 501
(c)(3) non-profit organization that trains, supports and supervises community volunteers
who advocate for the best interests of innocent child victims of abuse and neglect. Each
year, in Adams and Broomfield Counties, there are over 1,500 children who have been
physically, sexually or emotionally abused or neglected, and who are in desperate need
of a caring, committed CASA Volunteer to speak up for their best interests. In Adams
and Broomfield Counties, there are over 180 CASA volunteers, and we are in need of
more great community members to become advocates for children. CASA conducts
volunteer training classes three times a year.
