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Three Community Leaders Recognized by Colorado CASA 
 
Adams and Broomfield Counties, CO –  Three community leaders were recognized by 
Colorado CASA (Court Appointed Special Advocates) on October 10th, 2008 in Denver.  
Colorado CASA, the organization that supports the development, growth and 
continuation of quality CASA programs and services benefiting children throughout 
Colorado, presented its prestigious annual awards to three Adams and Broomfield 
County leaders.  This year’s award recipients include Simone Jones, Executive Director 
of Adams and Broomfield Counties, who was recognized as Staff Person of the Year; 
the Honorable Katherine Delgado of the 17th Judicial District, winner of the Judge of the 
Year award; and Wanda Crossley of Adams County Social Services who was 
recognized as Caseworker of the Year.   
 
Each of the recipients demonstrated high levels of ethics, diligence, thoroughness and 
persistence in making the system responsive to the needs of children. They were also 
recognized for their teamwork, leadership, enthusiasm and innovation in promoting the 
CASA mission.

Jones, who helped found CASA of Adams and Broomfield Counties has worked with 
CASA of Adams and Broomfield Counties for over ten years.  She has served the 
organization as a member of the Board of Directors and as Executive Director.

Nationwide, the Court Appointed Special Advocate (CASA) program, created in 1977, 
has over 900 member agencies that train volunteers to speak up for abused, neglected 
or abandoned children in the courts. CASA was instituted in Colorado in 1985. 
Currently, there are 14 CASA programs in Colorado. In Adams and Broomfield 
Counties, there are over 150 CASA volunteers; however there is a great need for more 
great community members to become advocates for children. CASA conducts volunteer
